Gardasil (quadrivalent HPV vaccine) Protocol

Purpose – To provide guidelines for provision of the Gardasil vaccine.  This vaccine helps prevent, but does not treat, diseases caused by HPV types 6, 11, 16 and 18 including: cervical cancer, abnormal and precancerous lesions of the cervix, vagina, and vulva.  Gardasil is a quadrivalent (four-part) purified protein vaccine which is given as an intramuscular injection in the deltoid muscle in three doses:  an initial dose at a time arranged by the patient and practitioner, a second dose in two months, and a third dose 6 months after the initial dose.

Target Population – Girls and women ages 9 to 26 are the FDA-targeted population for this vaccine.  However, older women and/or women who have already been diagnosed with HPV infection may also benefit from vaccination.

The only absolute contraindications to the vaccine are:

1. Allergy to any of the vaccine components

2. Allergic reaction after receiving a dose of Gardasil

3. Pregnancy.  Women who become pregnant during the six-month vaccine period should postpone further doses until after delivery.
